GREEK CITY-STATE
TRAVEL BROCHURE MINI-PROJECT
You will be using researched information to complete the following assignment.  


Pretend you are living in the time of the ancient Greeks.  You are the owner of a “travel agency” in the city-state of (See Choices Below) and you need to convince others to visit your city-state. You decide to create a travel brochure that will inform people of all the wonderful things there are to see and do.  You also want to let them know how your city-state is unique or different from other places they could visit.  

Fold your paper either in half or in thirds.  Use words and pictures to convince people that taking a vacation to your city state is the way to go (don’t worry—drawing ability does not count and stick figures are fine!).  You may design a brochure using the computer, if you prefer; however, a hand-written and drawn project will not be marked lower.  Content is the most important thing!  
Make sure you emphasize that there is something for EVERYBODY, so don’t just focus on one aspect of the city.  Remember...you are pretending to be from the time of the ancient Greeks, so there are no planes, trains, or cars.  People will either have to walk, take a boat, or travel by horse/chariot to get there.  Your brochure should tell them why they should spend the time and money to go.
YOUR CREATIVITY AND HUMOR ARE ENCOURAGED!

You must produce a brochure for YOUR OWN CITY-STATE: Argos, Athens, Corinth, Megara, or Sparta
This is a “work as a team, turn in as an individual” project!  Your brochure will be graded to reflect the following criteria:
CONTENT
(Student consistently uses wide range of terminology effectively; shows detailed knowledge and understanding of content/concepts using thorough and accurate descriptions/ explanations/ examples.
COMMUNICATION
Communicates info/ideas effectively and accurately using style that is completely appropriate for audience and purpose; structures info/ideas in completely way; consistently document sources using recognized convention (in other words, create a “sources cited” section with each citation being a complete one).
